And at the far end of Malem they spotted them “laying together” and they killed them both because that’s what the King’s order says…Because of this incident they name the place where they saw the kiaka “Kiaka”, the place where they saw the ilul “Inlul” and the last place where they killed them “Fin te oan” which means if they’re laying together….From that day on, the people in Malem use these names and you can still hear it today or even see for your own eyes how these place looks like. This is why we have three places in Malem called Kiaka, Inlul and Fin te oan…
